A Talented readers are g

students with extensive vocabularies who read two

or more years above grade level.

Talented readers often find themselves out
of place in classroom reading instruction.

In many instances, they have already read
the material being presented, bring a
greater understanding to it, find the
readability level of it to be well below their
current reading ability, or are capable of
reading the material at a faster pace than
their classmates (Clark, 1997).

Critical Thinking: Choose a question or
a theme to guide your discussion
about the literature.

Connections: Consider links to other
books, websites, art, experiences,
activities, or projects.
